Election to Distinguished Fellow of the Canadian Psychiatric Association is considered an honour that rewards members of the CPA for excellence in their specialty.  

Candidates are outstanding psychiatrists who are highly-esteemed by the psychiatric community and who have made exemplary contributions in five or more of the areas listed on the nomination form.  Candidates for Distinguished Fellowship must carry the designation of Fellow of the Canadian Psychiatric Association and be Active members of the CPA in good standing.
As members in good standing, Distinguished Fellows are entitled to use the designation of Distinguished Fellow of the Canadian Psychiatric Association (DFCPA).  
NOMINATION GUIDELINES

1. Deadline for nominations is February 1 of each year.
2. Nominations must be submitted on the Nomination Form for the Designation of

Distinguished Fellow of the Canadian Psychiatric Association. 
3. The candidate and the nominator must be CPA Active members in good standing and have been so for five consecutive years.
4. The nomination form must be completed and signed by the candidate and signed by the nominator as well. It must be typewritten or computer-generated – an electronically signed copy is acceptable. 
5. A completed nomination must include:
i. the nominator’s cover letter, containing detailed comments addressing the excellence of the candidate’s accomplishments in each category.  An addendum may be attached to the form, if necessary.
ii. three letters of reference, two of which must be from CPA members in good standing

iii. the nomination form

iv. the candidate’s curriculum vitae
6. A curriculum vitae in lieu of a completed nomination form is not acceptable.
7. An incomplete, improperly completed or late nomination will be disqualified. 
8. The completed nomination must be addressed to the Chair, Membership Affairs Committee and sent to the attention of the Manager, Membership Services at the CPA national office at the address below.
9. All nominations for the honour of Distinguished Fellow will be examined for completeness by CPA’s Manager, Membership Services.  Nominations will be reviewed by the Membership Affairs Committee, which will submit recommendations to the CPA Board of Directors for confirmation at its April meeting.
